Day of Remembrance

Olvir of Egg | March 9th
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Sometime between 1020 and 1021 CE, the Christianization of Pagan Europe was well

underway. King Olaf II was ensconced on the throne of Norway. Much of the country
had been baptized under threat of torture and death. Such things, however, were not
enough to deter the faithful, and eventually, word reached the ears of King Olaf I of

gatherings in and around Trondheim of a very pagan nature.
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Olvir of Egg, a leader and a Gothi of his people, was elected by his people to speak to
the King on their behalf and to defend their religious activities. An intelligent man,
Olvir was called before the King on two separate occasions to defend the stories of
Pagan festivals and feasts. On both occasions, Olvir of Egg humbly described not
Pagan gatherings, but communal gatherings, in which neighbors drank and feasted as

friends.

Both times Olvir left behind an unconvinced King and when spies told him a third time
of an Eostre festival being arranged for the people, Olaf decided that he had heard
enough. Five ships and over three hundred men were gathered and set out to ambush
Olvir and the men and women who worshipped with him. Arriving under the cover of
darkness, Olaf’s men ambushed Olvir and his pagan community. Olvir was killed and
many of his people were tortured, mutilated, or killed. Once a great stronghold of the

Pagan faith, Trondheim had been taken.
And what can we learn from this story?

Many of these stories are not happy stories. On the surface, they are stories of death and
defeat, but we have to look past the surface of all of these stories. Here, with Olvir, we
see a man who loved his Gods and, despite all of the pressures of his ancient world, did
his best to worship them. Not only did he do his best for himself, but he also did the
best he could for his people. In the face of adversity, Olvir did his best to provide and
protect his people from the angry, outside force that was the King.

Our world is not the same world that Olvir lived in. We have the right to choose our
faith, but there will always be obstacles. In these times, when our native faith is still so
small, and our heritage is being challenged by the multicultural whirlwind, remember
Olvir. Provide a safe place for your folk to be away from the harm of the “societal

norm”. Remember that sometimes smart words are required instead of rash ones.
Be there for your folk. Provide for your folk.

Nathan Erlandson is a powerhouse of a man. A force of nature. It has been my pleasure
getting to know him over the past few years.

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The importance of this AFA Prison Ministry is so much more than just for those who
are actually incarcerated, it benefits not only them as followers of Asatru but their
families and loved ones on the outside as they will see the noticeable change in their
demeanor and demand that our faith commands for them to lead a noble life.

I certainly do not want the
Fellowship to be a club for cons, or ex-cons; the advantage is that when in prison the
inmates have time to discuss and digest what they read, a point that often is lost to

people on the outside in the hubbub of daily concerns" - Else Christensen

By the example of our Folkmother, Else Christensen, we will also be going into prisons
as we are able to. Some of our Gothar and other leadership, will be going into the
prisons to hold study groups, lead blot, and encourage continued growth in the folk

inside.

Cooking from the Heart. One of the first chefs I worked for told me that there are two

main rules to cooking.

1. ALWAYS cook from the heart!

2. You must know the why of the rule before you can think about breaking it.

To this day, I still believe that number one is the most important; but two is the most
valuable lesson. So, for example: why would you add flour to the mix when you are
making Fried Potato balls? It doesn’t add anything to the dish overall and in fact, it
takes away flavor and disrupts texture. The reason is that what flour takes away: is
moisture. It adds to the binder and liquid consumption.

So, what does this mean for the folk? Plan and simple, don’t take shortcuts. Whenever |
pick up the knife and began cooking for the folk, I think of it as channeling the
ancestors. Cooking reminds me of that age-old musing “I don’t measure seasoning; I

wait for the tap on the shoulder from the ancestors to tell me that’s enough.”

When you cook from the heart, people can tell. Don’t cook out of spite or obligation.
Cook for the folk because you want to! Find new recipes. Test them. Make them better.

And when your heart tells you it is right...time to serve. If you have never made
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cookies from scratch...make them. Why not? Use the best ingredients you can afford

(don’t take out a second mortgage for this) but be proud to feed the folk.

Ancestral Food and Culture

German Sweet Milk Rolls
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Ingredients
* 450 g all-purpose flour (use weight, not cups for accuracy)
* 250 ml milk, lukewarm

* 1 pouch dry yeast (7 g or 0.25 0z)

* 2 Tbsp vanilla sugar <https://amzn.to/3PGIAZ6>

2 Tbsp sugar

1 Tbsp honey

* legg
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*  Uatsp salt

* 15 stick butter, cut in slices (=56g) at room temperature
Instructions
*  Use some of the warm milk to dilute the yeast in a small bowl.
*  Add the flour to a large mixing bowl.
*

Add the yeast milk mix to the flour, cover and let stand for 10 minutes.
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*  After 10 minutes add the sugar, vanilla sugar, honey, salt and the egg.
*  Give it a quick mix until the ingredients are mixed well, then add the butter.
*  Mix the dough for 10 minutes.
*  After 10 minutes mixing, cover the bowl with a damp towel and let the dough proof
for 2 hours.
*  After 2 hours the dough should be significant larger.
*  QGive it a quick knead and if you have time, let it rest for a few minutes.
*  Preheat the oven to 350°F.
*  Divide the dough into 9 parts of equal size.
*  Each dough part gets shaped into a sphere by moving it with a hollow hand in a
circle on the table.
*  QGrease a baking sheet or a casserole with butter and place the rolls there.
*  You can either place them close to each other, so they grow together, or apart so
they bake separate.
*  Bake at 350°F for about 20 minutes (more or less, depending on the oven and size
of the rolls).

*  Remove the rolls from the oven, let cool. Best enjoyed warm and fresh.

The Wyrd Shall Weave
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I recall about a year ago I had gone to hang out with friends who I hadn't seen in about
3 years. It was a typical Friday night gathering that these friends of mine throw. Beer,
heart food, political discussion, spiritual debate, and general fellowship.

I don't stay at these gatherings too long. The friends I had who used to frequent them

don't attend that often anymore. I was a bit bored as I sat there with a Yuengling in my
hand.
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All of a sudden, I overheard a discussion about the Proto-Indo European peoples and
their faith, and I saw a tall man who hadn't done any drinking, who was quiet yet not

shy, discussing the Nordic myths.

That man was Jonathan Rock. After a brief discussion he began talking a little bit about
the Asatru Folk Assembly. I was skeptical that the ancient faith could be practiced in
the modern era, especially with all the lost lore but after a week or two, I was sold, and
I quickly signed up to become a member. I've learned that in life not all coincidences

are just mere coincidences, something bigger was calling me home.

I was raised in a small town outside of Indianapolis and had dabbled around with
various spiritual and occult practices until my mother died. [ made the mistake that
many spiritually inclined people make in a time of crisis, I became a Christian. An
Orthodox Christian.

After 6-7 years of hypocrisy and growing liberal rot on top of being burnt out by dead
end political causes surrounding it, I had become disillusioned. I wasn't sure that my
own gut instinct and natural intuition about folk was compatible with the world view of
the Orthodox Church. The Church prides itself in being hardened traditionalists until
you look at the western clergy and Greek monks pushing a liberal agenda. You think the
OC is ethnocentric until you learn that's only nominally for the Eastern people, the West

not so much.... You're also required to spit on the west during your baptism.....

Naturally I didn't have home there unless I wanted to be a de-racinated hippy. That's not
my jam and that's what drove me into the open arms of the AFA. Asatru spoke to my

instincts on a primal level in a way that Christianity could not.

To keep this brief because I have drones on long enough, I'm 33 years old. I have a
handsome little baby boy named Carter who is nearly 7 months old. I enjoy working
out, going to concerts, great discussions, some reading, some writing, some tabletop
gaming, and movies. I decided to become a folk builder as a way to give back to the
AFA and to serve my folk.

I'm honored and humbled to be accepted as an Apprentice Folk Builder. The AFA
Church has done more for our folk in 30 years then any political group that's come and
gone since then. The AFA is here for me during a time of personal crisis and hardship,
and I couldn't be more grateful. I look forward to working with my fellow Apprentices
and Oathed in Folk Builders, meeting new people, and learning more about this thing

we call life.

Charming of the Plow, Sandy Point, Maryland

previously used site, we connected points in time, both drawing from, and feeding the

charge we left behind.
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Sandy Point State Park in Maryland is on the Chesapeake Bay, overshadowed by the
always-busy Bay Bridge. The roar of motor vehicles in the distance, cut by the much
closer squawking of seagulls and still-frigid bay breeze, reminds the visitor that while
the modern world is never far away, one is in this time and place, apart from it. There is
certainly that sense of separation from the ordinary world in the little acre or so of
woods next to the "Green" parking lot which, it being February, we had almost all to

ourselves.
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This little wooded patch has a certain pull to it, and we weren't the only ones to notice.

Twice now we've given Blot here, and both times we saw evidence of sacrificial

offerings made by someone who had been there recently.
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Our Bl6t began with a plea to Mother Earth, in the person of Gerdr as depicted in the

Eddic poem Skirnsmal, to yield to our plow and accept our planting. This was followed

by the ceremonial digging of the furrow, representing the first breaking of the earth in

preparation for the planting season.
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Laid in the furrow were our "seeds," prayerfully marked eggshells representing

intentions for the coming year. With them were laid tokens representing the Apples of

r

Idunn and the Ring of Odinn, which in the Edda are offered to Gerdr by the hero Skirnir
as a bribe to marry his Lord, Ingvi-Freyr. This was concluded with an invocation and

Lord Himself to bestow fertility upon our planting.
